STATEMENTS say/think (that)
Rick: »We had a lovely time. »
Rick says (that) they had a lovely time.

QUESTIONS – (S + V + O…) ask/want to know
YES-NO questions IF + subject

Tom: «Did you go to Sue's party? »                  DO, DOES
Tom wants to know if I went to Sue's party.   DID
Tom: «Will you speak to Peter? »
Tom asks if I will speak to Peter.

Wh-questions (WHAT, WHY, WHEN…+ subject) 
The boy: «What's your name? »
The boy asks me what my name is.

My friend: «What's the time? »
My friend wants to know what the time is.

REQUESTS (asked me, us…) AND COMMANDS (told me, us...)
TO/NOT TO + infinitive
Teacher: «Clean the board, please. »
The teacher asks me to clean the board.

My mum: «Don't be late for school. »
My mum tells me not to be late for school.
